QUALITY:
Relationship with God
DESCRIPTION:
All people need to develop a deepening love for and knowledge of God (Matthew 22:37, John 10:1, I Corinthians 13:12).

MEASURED BY:


Evidence of the attitudes of the fruits of the Spirit (Galatians 5:25-26).

Behavior consistent with those attitudes.

Devotional consistency in spending regular time listening to and talking 


with God (i.e. through Bible study and prayer both individually and 


corporately) II Timothy 2:15, I Thessalonians 5:17.

Worship of God in word and deed.

Seeker:  Knowledge
God exists.

The only God that exists is the one in the Bible.

God loves me and offers a wonderful plan for my life.

I am sinful and separated from God; therefore, I cannot experience God's 


love and plan for my life.

Jesus Christ is the only provision for man’s sin.  Through Him I can 


experience God’s love and plan for my life.

corporately.

I am helpful by aiding leaders in ministry using my gifts, talents and

All Christians will have relationships with other believers who they can encourage and by whom they can be encouraged.  [Matthew 19:19, 22:39, Hebrews 10:24-25].

MEASURED BY:
Relationships with believers at all levels of involvement

Known as an encourager and a lover of others

trust.

unconditional love.

I know how to find fellowship when in a new place.

I know how to let God use me.

I know how to resolve conflict with others.

I desire to encourage others.

MEASURED BY:
Has friendships at all levels of spiritual involvement.

Involved in activities where he can meet and interact with non-Christians.

Is allowing God to use him to move at least one person toward an 


understanding of who God is and how He works.

Can clearly communicate the gospel.

I rely on the Holy Spirit to use me to bring others to Christ.

I have compassion for lost people.

I am being equipped to share my faith.

I am building relationships with non-Christians who I want to help to begin 


a relationship with God.

Ministry Minded Believer:  Knowledge
God wants to impact non-Christians by relating His love to them through 


me.

God wants me to be intentional about sharing my faith.

I understand there are three basic types of seekers and know where I am at in my own search to understand God:  


• Uninterested


• Watchers


• Seekers

I desire to help others understand salvation.

I desire to spur other believers on in their efforts to evangelize.

I love the lost.

Ministry Minded Believer:  Relationships
I pray with friends for our unsaved friends.

I pray with leaders for unsaved friends.

I am being equipped to share my faith intentionally.

Lay Staff Leader:  Knowledge
I have an intimate knowledge of God’s plan of salvation.

I know the importance of equipping faithful followers.

I know my part in God’s plan to win the world for Him.

Lay Staff Leader:  Skills
I know how to equip others to do what I do.

I have planned steps which will help students do evangelism.

I know how to plan, organize and implement an outreach activity.

I know how to explain the role of the Holy Spirit in evangelism.

I know how to train others to evangelize.

I know how to train others to contact non-believers.

I know how to train others in the use of numerous evangelistic tools.
